Alongside
professional topics, the trainings also included presentation of
the authority responsible for child protection in Chisinau the
Municipal Department for Child's Rights Protection and raising
the psychologists’awareness on the need to refer the identified
or suspicious cases of sexual abuse to the tutorship authority.

e Within 2 supervision sessions, 22 practitioner psychologists
assisting with cases of violence against children have improved
their ability to make diagnosis for the child victim and to draw up
children's psychological evaluation reports at the request of
prosecution and law enforcement agencies. The sessions were
facilitated by a psychology expert from Nobody’s Children
Foundation, Poland and a NCCAP expert.

e 17 teachers, of which 9 psychologists and 8 teachers from 10
localities of districts Leova (Leova town, largara town, Borogani
commune, Filipeni village, Tomai village) and Orhei (Orhei town,
Biesti commune, Ciocalteni commune, Putintei village, Susleni
village), have developed their skills to conduct training sessions
for parents, head teachers and other specialists from community
in the field of positive, nonabuzive education for children within
the training “Good sense-based education” (3 days).

e 50 specialists authorized to protect child from those 10 localities
of Leova and Orhei districts members of local Multidisciplinary
teams, have strengthened: their ability to understand the needs
of child victims of abuse; knowledge on the system of the
maltreated child protection and the role of each actor in this
system; abilities to apply the legislation in the field of prevention
and combating violence against children in solving the cases.
Members of Multidisciplinary teams have developed their skills
within two trainings, each lasting 3 days, supported by NCCAP
trainers which took place in district centers of Orhei and Leova.

Objectives for 2011:

1) Advocacy for

e the development of intersectoral mechanism in the field of
prevention and protection of children against abuse,
neglect, exploitation

e the development and improvement of legal and regulatory
framework to ensure the protection of child victims of abuse
in the context of the criminal justice system;

2) Sensitizing

e parents/guardians, specialists responsible for child
protection and decision makers on the need to: early
identify child sexual abuse cases; to report them to the
competent institutions; to improve the system of protection
of child victim of this type of abuse (with emphasis in 10
pilot localities of Orhei and Leova districts).

e Continuous sensitizing prosecution and law enforcement
agencies in the field of justice friendly to child

victim/witness of crimes/offenses.

Advocacy achievements:

The project of intersectoral mechanism in the field of
prevention and protection of children against abuse, neglect,
exploitation was developed and consulted in partnership with
the Ministry of Labour, Social Protection and Family. In this
context, a Memorandum regulating the cooperation of
competent ministries (Ministry of Labour, Social Protection
and Family, Ministry of Education, Ministry of Internal Affairs,
Ministry of Healthcare), local public authorities of Leova and
Orhei, NCCAP and the Center for Information and
Documentation in Child’s Rights (CIDCR) has been signed.

Decision makers have undertaken public commitments on
taking measures required in the justice system in order to
ensure observance of the rights of children who come into
contact with justice.
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e The Superior Council of Magistracy, the Prosecutor General, Ministry of Justice
and Ministry of Internal Affairs have signed the Declaration on observance of
rights of child victims/witnesses of crimes;

e The process of opening the Children's Hearing room in the Courts started in
accordance with the National Plan for Prevention and Combating Violence
against Children: the first room was arranged in November 2011 in the
courthouse of Hincesti district;

e The General Prosecutor's Office and the Ministry of Internal Affairs have
launched a feasibility study on the possibility of creating hearing rooms inside
the territorial Prosecutor's offices and Police stations;

e NCCAP has conducted a comprehensive analysis of criminal law and a set of
proposals to complete and modify the Code of Criminal Procedure has been
submitted to decision makers (Ministry of Justice, Parliament).

During 2011, NCCAP developed 3 social campaigns:

"Your Honor, | have the right not” “Childhood without violence” “Bad touch”
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Social campaigns

The Campaign "Your Honor, | have the right not to be scared”

(continuation of the campaign launched in 2010).

The goal of the campaign: To improve professionals’ attitudes and practices on the special needs of
children participating in legal proceedings as witnesses or victims of abuse and violence.

» The Brochure “My child will testify in court” designed for legal representatives of children
(parents, guardians, adoptive parents). Through this publication, the legal representatives
of children are informed about legal procedures, their rights and responsibilities in the
courts in order to be able to protect the children. The brochure has been offered to
children and parents beneficiaries of AMICUL center within their preparation for
participation in legal proceedings, but has been also distributed to prosecutors specialized
in child protection, inspectors on juvenile issues, judges, heads of district prosecution
departments, psychologists participating in legal hearings of children, social teachers.

» Information bulletin of the NCCAP “Impact”, dedicated to protection of the child
victim/witness of abuse in the justice system, reflecting the Moldovan realities in this area,
activities initiated by the NCCAP, recent international documents, experience of other
countries in protection of the child victim of violence, practices of hearing children in
specialized hearing rooms, etc. The bulletin has been distributed in Police stations,
Prosecutor’s offices and Courts across the country.

> Poster “Declaration on observance of rights of children victims/witnesses of crimes”,
distributed among several state/law institutions: Superior Council of Magistracy, the
Prosecutor General, Ministry of Justice and the Ministry of Internal Affairs.

The campaign “Childhood without violence”
(launched in September 2011, in Leova and Orhei)

The message conveyed within the campaign “Raise your child without violence and they will grow
up free, strong and smart”. Within the awareness campaign, leaflets, stickers and posters of the
Campaign which were placed in mayor’s offices, healthcare centers, police stations, schools, shops,
bars, public transport, libraries and other public places were published and distributed.

The campaign “Bad touch”
(faunched in November 2011)

The goal of the campaign: to sensitize parents, specialists authorized to protect children and
decision makers on the issue of child sexual abuse.

The communication campaign "Bad touch" is developed as an opportunity for advocacy. Thus, the

campaign organizers from Moldova calls for the involvement of decision makers in implementing
the following measures:

» The initiation through public health services, education and social services of primary
prevention programs of all forms of violence, including sexual abuse;

» The courses in the field of child protection are for mandatory inclusion in the training
curricula of professionals working with children (teachers, social workers, psychologists,
doctors, policemen etc.);

» Ensuring protection and multidisciplinary assistance through state-guaranteed
rehabilitation service of child victims of sexual abuse;

» More punitive sanctions for sexual abusers of children;

» Creating a monitoring system of persons who have served the punishment for such crimes,
with a life - limiting access to employment in institutions for children.

Activities:

1. The video broadcasting at two TV stations (1 - national, public; 1 - national, private);
2. The broadcasting of the audio spot at the national radio station;

3. The dissemination of the campaign banner on the most popular news site;

4. Advocacy campaign topics serve as the subjects of the investigative journalism, which are
widely disseminated in the national media;

5.The successful case studies are being developed (cases of sexual abuse that were reported
and multidisciplinary solved), which will be printed in a booklet;

6. A training on the subject of recognition and referral of sexual abuse of children cases for
school psychologists was held in Chisinau;

7.The brochures for parents and professionals, which in early 2012, will be published and
distributed, have been translated and adapted;

8. Psychologists have shown interest in creating a communication network on the given
subject, activity to be undertaken in the first half of year 2012;

9.Several articles for parents, professionals and children in the field of sexual abuse was
placed on the Online Resource Center.
